Dr. Coke presented examples and resources for writing a philosophy statement, helped the attendees brainstorm essential personal values, and helped us begin to write our teaching philosophies. 
2. What information in the workshop/seminar was most valuable to you?  

The most valuable information from this seminar was the value brainstorm. Dr. Coke pushed us to think of the key themes we want to bring into the classroom and how to express those in the teaching philosophy. I had not pinned down the qualities of a teacher that I found the most essential for learning until this workshop. Dr. Coke also went a step further and illustrated the ways to apply these values into our philosophy statement. It was incredibly helpful to understand the importance of showing how the key values will be applied in a teaching setting through examples; it is not enough to simply state a philosophy, but I need to illustrate what it would look like in application. 
3. How will you connect that information to your own pedagogical endeavors?

This information directly applies to creating my teaching philosophy statement. The workshop was extremely helpful in understanding the components of a good teaching philosophy. I found that efficacy and independence are two values that I want to bring into the classroom for my students. Empowering students to have control over their education is a cornerstone of my teaching philosophy and pedagogy.
